Brant Point Light

Established in 1764, this was the second lighthouse erected in Colonial America. Located on
Easton Street, Brant Point Light both welcomes and bids adieu to visitors and locals alike
traveling on the ferries.

Great Point Light

Officially called Nantucket Light, Great Point was first built in 1784. Located on a thin split of
beach where the Atlantic Ocean and Nantucket Sound meet at the Coskata-Coatue Wildlife
Refuge, the current Great Point is actually the third structure in the light’s history.

Sankaty Head Light

Builtin 1850 and located at the easternmost point of the island, Sankaty Lighthouse is a true
Sconset gem. Moved from it's original location in 2007, Sankaty stands watch over the
acclaimed Sankaty Golf Course and the bluffs of the eastern shore.
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Bikes are a great way to get around on Nantucket with 35 miles of paved paths throughout.
